Yalta Conference (Crimea), February 1945
· Churchill, Roosevelt, Stalin

Main agreements:

· declaration of liberated Europe, i.e. help the freed peoples of Europe set up democratic and self-governing countries by helping them to a) maintain law and order, b) carry out emergency relief measures, c) set up governments and d) hold elections
· conference in San Francisco (April) on proposed world organisation to secure world peace

· United Nations

· Security Council

· Germany to be divided into 4 zones amongst Allies (USA, USSR, GB, F); Berlin also to be divided into 4 zones (though in Soviet zone); F granted a zone of occupation & membership of the Allied Control Council (Alliierter Kontrollrat)

= “requisite for future peace and security”

· reparations from Germany => removal of national wealth (e.g. machine tools, ships, shares on German enterprises etc.) or the use of German labour

· USA & USSR => $22 billion

· GB => didn’t believe a final figure could yet be arrived at

· question of war crimes postponed

· Stalin agreed to join fight against Japan 90 days after Germany’s defeat

· Polish question: “broad democratic provisional government of national unity” leading to “free and unfettered elections”

· USSR to annex Polish lands in the east

· Oder and Neisse rivers to form Germany’s eastern borders

· Poland to gain territory to the east of these rivers as compensation for land lost to USSR in the east

· German East Prussia to be divided between Poland & USSR
